I. STATEMENT

A. On September 12, 2000, a conference call was held between the Administrative Law Judge and counsel for the parties to this proceeding.  The parties jointly requested that the hearing in this matter currently scheduled for September 18 and 19, 2000 be vacated and rescheduled.  As grounds for the request the parties state that the ongoing negotiations are continuing and that they have been fruitful but had not yet been finalized.  The parties seek additional time to come to a stipulation, which will require somewhat more time than might normally be anticipated due to participation by counsel in Qwest Corporation’s 271 proceeding.

B. This case involves significant and novel issues.  Consistent with the Commission’s policy of encouraging negotiated settlements a continuance will be granted.  The Applicant Western Wireless Holding Company, Inc., has waived the timeframes for decision imposed by § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

C. As previously ordered, two motions filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc., will be held in abeyance.  The parties shall have until November 8, 2000 to file a stipulation or other appropriate pleading in this proceeding.  Should the stipulation not be filed, the Administrative Law Judge will treat the two motions as being at issue, and the hearing will be held as scheduled.
