I. statement

A. On September 29, 2000, Applicant, Public Service Company of Colorado (“PSCo”), filed a Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.
  As grounds for the Motion, PSCo states, with the apparent concurrence of all other parties, that efforts directed toward finalizing a settlement are more productive at this point than are efforts relating to the preparation of direct and answer testimony.
  If the Motion is granted, PSCo indicates that either a completed stipulation or a status report (which may include a new procedural schedule if a settlement is not yet consummated) will be filed on October 13, 2000.

B. Since all other parties apparently have no objection to the relief requested by the Motion, response time thereto will be waived.

C. A complete suspension of the current procedural schedule could delay the resolution of this proceeding indefinitely and is not warranted.  Therefore, the Motion will be denied.

D. However, in order to facilitate settlement, the procedural schedule will be modified, in part.  The parties shall file a stipulation/settlement agreement resolving all issues in this matter on or before October 13, 2000.  In the event such a stipulation/settlement agreement is not so filed, PSCo and the City of Boulder shall file their direct testimony on that date.  In all other respects the procedural schedule previously established by Decision Nos. R00-996-I and R00-996-I-E will remain the same.

II. order

E. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule filed by Applicant, Public Service Company of Colorado, is denied.

2. Response time to the Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule filed by Applicant, Public Service Company of Colorado, is waived.

3. The procedural schedule previously established in this matter by Decision Nos. R00-996-I and R00-996-I-E is modified, in part. 

4. The parties shall file a stipulation/settlement agreement resolving all issues in this matter on or before October 13, 2000.  In the event such a stipulation/settlement agreement is not so filed, Public Service Company of Colorado and the City of Boulder shall file their direct testimony on that date.  In all other respects the procedural schedule previously established by Decision Nos. R00-996-I and R00-996-I-E will remain the same.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
