I. STATEMENT

A. By motion to continue filed February 15, 2000, both complainant and respondent requested that the Commission vacate the hearing then scheduled for February 16 and 17, 2000, to allow settlement negotiations to continue and the parties time to settle the issues presented in MCI WorldCom, Inc.’s (“MCI”) complaint.  

B. Since that time the Commission has received no notification from either party.  Does MCI still have a complaint against U S WEST Communications, Inc. (now Qwest Corporation)?  Does MCI desire to prosecute this complaint before this agency?  This office will require the complainant to advise this agency within ten days of the mailing date of this order as to whether or not there still is a controversy, and whether MCI wishes to litigate that controversy before this agency.

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. MCI WorldCom, Inc., is hereby ordered to respond in writing within ten days of the mailing date of this interim order advising the Commission whether it still has a controversy with U S WEST Communications, Inc. (now Qwest Corporation).  If so, complainant is requested to advise the Commission of available hearing dates agreeable to both parties.

2. This order is effective immediately.
