I. STATEMENT

A. By Decision No. R00-1063-I, September 26, 2000, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) was authorized to supplement its Unopposed Motion to Late File Intervention.  It was noted in that decision that it would be necessary for the OCC to file an affidavit in support of its motion in order to overcome the presumption that service of the notice of application had been given to the OCC as reflected in the Commission’s certificate of service.  On October 3, 2000, the OCC did supplement its motion with two affidavits.  These affidavits are sufficient to overcome the presumption.  Given the unopposed nature of the motion, and good grounds having been shown, the motion should be granted.
