I. STATEMENT

A. On October 5, 2000, the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission filed a Motion to Vacate and Reset Scheduled Hearing Date (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion seeks to vacate the currently scheduled hearing date of October 12, 2000, and to reschedule the hearing to the afternoon of either November 1 or 2, 2000.

B. Rule 22(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(b), provides for a 14-day response period to motions.  However, that rule also allows the Commission to shorten the response period upon its own motion.

C. Since the normal 14-day response period applicable to the Motion extends beyond the currently scheduled hearing date, it is appropriate to shorten the response period to a point in time prior to that date.  Accordingly, any desired response to the Motion must be filed on or before October 10, 2000.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the Motion to Vacate and Reset Scheduled Hearing Date, filed by the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission on October 5, 2000, must be filed on or before October 10, 2000.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
