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I. statement:

A. On October 13, 2000, Jejaw Goshu, doing business as Hallelujah Shuttle, (“Respondent”) filed a Motion to Vacate and Reset the Hearing Date Currently Scheduled for October 24, 2000 and a Renewed Motion to Set Procedural Schedule in order to allow Respondent to conduct discovery.

B. Response time will be waived since it is necessary to rule on the Motion to Vacate the Hearing Date which is fast approaching.

C. This case is a civil penalty transportation case.  On or about August 3, 2000, Complainant, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 26851 on Respondent, alleging that Respondent provided intrastate transportation of passengers without obtaining a certificate of public convenience and necessity from this Commission pursuant to § 40-10-104(1), C.R.S.

D. A hearing in this matter was scheduled by the Commission for September 28, 2000 with proper notice to the parties.  In addition, Decision No. R00-1037-I, issued on September 18, 2000 on page 1 stated that a hearing was scheduled for September 28, 2000.  The decision also denied Respondent’s Motion to set procedural schedule.

E. On the date scheduled for hearing, Respondent failed to appear.  By Interim Order No. R00-1127-I, issued on October 6, 2000, the hearing was rescheduled for October 24, 2000.

F. Respondent in its Motion to Vacate and Reset the Hearing scheduled for October 24, 2000, states that its counsel needs additional time to file its witness and exhibits list and to conduct discovery.  The Motion to Vacate and Reschedule will be granted.

G. Respondent also renews its Motion for procedural orders in order to allow Respondent to conduct discovery. 

H. The original motion of Respondent to set procedural orders was denied in Interim Order No. R00-1037-I.  In that decision, it was stated that a specific discovery procedure relating to transportation cases was available pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77(c).  This Rule is applicable to the instant case.  The renewed motion of Respondent for procedural orders relating to discovery is denied.  Specific procedural orders for discovery are unnecessary since the rule provides the method of discovery to be used in transportation cases.

II. ORDER

I. It is Ordered That:

1. The renewed motion of Respondent Jejaw Goshu, doing business as Hallelujah Shuttle for procedural orders is denied.

2. Respondent’s Motion to Vacate and Reschedule the Hearing Date currently set for October 24, 2000 is granted.

3. Counsel for Respondent shall within ten days of the mailing date of this Interim Order provide acceptable hearing dates to the Commission which are also acceptable to Staff.  The suggested hearing dates should allow for sufficient time for the parties to conduct discovery pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77(c).

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
