I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. This docket concerns the proposed Integrated Resource Plan (“IRP”) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”).  By Decision No. R00-1176-I, the Hearings Commissioner issued procedural rulings in this case.

B. The following motions or petitions have been submitted since Decision No. R00-1176-I was issued:  Stipulated Procedural Schedule for Phase II filed by Public Service; Petition for Permissive Intervention filed by WestPlains Energy, a division of UtiliCorp United Inc. (“WestPlains”); Motion and Notice of Withdrawal filed by David Nocera, respresenting Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (“Tri-State”); Motion Requesting Modification of Procedural Order filed by Land and Water Fund of the Rockies (“LAW Fund”); and, Motion for One Day Enlargement of Time to File Confidential Attachment filed by Public Service.

C. Good cause having been stated for seeking intervention out of time, the petition for intervention filed by WestPlains will be granted.  WestPlains will take the docket as it finds it.  The pleading of David Nocera to withdraw as counsel for Tri-State will be granted.  Tri-State remains a party and will be represented by Robert E. Temmer.  The request of the LAW Fund to modifiy the procedural order will be granted.  LAW Fund will be included on the list of active parties and all active parties will act in accordance with Decision No. R00-1176-I with respect to the Law Fund.  All active parties stipulated to the proposed schedule filed by Public Service.  The Hearings Commissioner will adopt that stipulated procedural schedule.  Finally, the Hearings Commissioner will grant the motion for enlargement of time to file confidential attachment by Public Service.

1. The Petition for Permissive Intervention filed by WestPlains Energy, a division of UtiliCorp United is granted.

2. The Motion and Notice of Withdrawal filed by David Nocera, representing Tri-State, is granted.

3. The Motion Requesting Modification of Procedural Order filed by the Land and Water Fund of the Rockies is granted.

4. The Stipulated Procedural Schedule for Phase II, as modified by the Motion for One Day Enlargement of Time to File Confidential Attachment, is adopted.  Hearings in Phase II shall commence at 8:30 a.m. on January 29, 2001 and continue as necessary on January 30-31 and February 1-2, 2001.  Other procedural requirements discussed above are adopted.
