I. STATEMENT

A. On October 19, 2000, the Regional Transportation District (“RTD”) filed a Motion for an Extension of Time to Submit Traffic Counts to and including October 23, 2000.

B. The current deadline for the submission of RTD’s list of witnesses and copies of exhibits is 20 days before the first date of the hearing which is currently scheduled for November 8, 2000.  Thus the current due date for witness and exhibits is on October 19, 2000.

C. On October 23, 2000, RTD filed the traffic counts.

D. Good cause having been shown by RTD in its motion, the motion for an extension of time to submit traffic counts will be granted.  

E. On October 27, 2000 RTD filed a motion to vacate and reset the hearing of this Application currently scheduled for November 8 and 9, 2000.

F. RTD states that Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) has informed RTD that Staff is of the opinion that production and Staff review of signal circuit designs for the crossings are necessary prior to the hearing.  RTD states that the signal circuit designs cannot be prepared before the currently scheduled hearing.  RTD requests that the hearing be rescheduled for February 21, 22, and 23, 2001 to allow time to file and review the circuit designs.

G. Good cause having been shown, the motion to re-schedule the hearing will be granted.  Response time to the two motions is waived.  

II. ORDER

H. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of the Regional Transportation District for an extension of time to submit traffic counts to and including October 23, 2000 is granted.

2. The motion of RTD to vacate and reset hearing is granted.

3. The hearing currently scheduled for November 8 and 9, 2000 is vacated.

4. The hearing is rescheduled to February 21, 22 and 23, 2001 at 9:00 AM at the Commission hearing room in Denver, Colorado.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
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
