I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. The Hearing Commissioner (Commissioner) convened a scheduling conference on November 8, 2000 for the purpose of setting a hearing schedule in this case.  Applicant Qwest Corporation (Qwest); Commission Staff (Staff); the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Multiple Intervenors (XO Communications, Inc.; Rhythms Links, Inc.; Covad Communications Company; and New Edge Network, Inc.); WorldCom, Inc.; AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.; Jato Communications Corp.; and ICG Telecom Group, Inc. appeared to discuss the schedule for hearing in this docket.

2. At the scheduling conference, it became apparent that further definition to the scope of this proceeding and the sequence of costing and pricing of the respective services in the Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions is necessary.  Staff, with support echoed by all intervenors, proposed phasing the hearing in this matter to accommodate ongoing revisions stemming from the workshops in Docket No. 97I‑198T.

3. Before setting the hearing schedule in this case, I will accept additional comment from the parties.  By November 15, 2000, Qwest will file a statement of the items and issues it believes are ripe for consideration in a phase I hearing in this docket.  Qwest will also address possible hearing dates (in the April-June, 2001 timeframe), pre-filed testimony due dates, a proposed schedule for discovery, and related procedural matters.  By November 22, 2000, the remaining parties will file statements in response to Qwest’s pleading.  Those statements shall address the same items as Qwest’s statement.

4. Based on these pleadings, the Commissioner anticipates issuing a scheduling order setting hearing dates, testimony due dates, and times for other related procedures.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

5. On or before November 15, 2000, Qwest shall file a statement consistent with the above discussion.

6. On or before November 22, 2000, all other parties shall file a statement consistent with the above discussion.

B. This Order is effective immediately on its Mailed Date.
