I. STATEMENT

A. By Decisions Nos. C00-1311 and C00-1312, the Commission suspended the tariff sheets filed under Advice Letter No. 38 and Amended Advice Letter No. 38 by Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company (“Rocky Company”) and the tariff sheets filed under Advice Letter No. 171 and Amended Advice Letter No. 171 by K N Energy Division of Kinder Morgan, Inc. (“K N Energy”).  Those two decisions did not set the matter for hearing, but rather indicated that an expedited proceeding was to take place, with the goal of having the Commission complete the hearing in this docket within 120 days.

B. These two proceedings are similar, and it will be efficient to have only one hearing for both matters.  Therefore the order below sets the matters for a joint hearing on an expedited basis.  The matters are not consolidated, however.  In addition, the order shortens the response time for certain motions and places certain additional requirements on service of discovery motions.

2. The Respondents shall file their testimony, in question-and-answer format, by December 26, 2000.  Intervenors shall file their testimony, in question-and-answer format, no later than January 16, 2001.  Respondents shall file rebuttal testimony, and intervenors may file cross answer testimony, no later than January 30, 2001.

3. Response time to any discovery motion shall be three business days.  Discovery motions shall be faxed, e-mailed, or hand delivered on the party from whom relief is being sought.  Response time to all other motions is shortened to seven calendar days.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
