GRANTING MOTION TO
RESTRICTIVELY AMEND APPLICATION

I. STATEMENT

A. The captioned application of Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (“CNG”), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on September 5, 2000.  On September 12, 2000, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing (“Notice”) in this matter.

B. On October 25, 2000, CNG filed a Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time (“CNG Motion”).  The CNG Motion seeks to remove certain territory from the geographic area for which a certificate of public convenience and necessity was sought in CNG’s application as originally filed.  CNG states that the amended scope of its application will, if granted, not result in a grant of authority greater than that originally described in the Notice.  No responses to the CNG Motion were filed by any party.

C. By minute entry dated November 1, 2000, the Commission referred this docket to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.

D. On November 6, 2000, the Staff of the Commission filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance in this matter.

E. The CNG Motion will be granted.  The reduction in the territorial scope of the application as described in Amended Exhibit Nos. 3 and 5 attached to the CNG Motion is clearly narrower than that for which public notice was originally given.  The proposed amendment is, therefore, entirely restrictive in nature.  The application, as amended, will not result in a grant of authority greater than that noticed to the public and will not result in harm or prejudice to any party or to any customer or potential customer of CNG.

II. ORDER

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Restrictively Amend Application filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., is granted.  Amended Exhibit Nos. 3, 5, and 6 attached to the Motion are hereby substituted for Exhibit Nos. 3, 5, and 6 appended to the application originally filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., in this matter.

2. The Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., is denied as moot.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
