I. statement:

A. On December 12, 2000, Greeley Gas Company (“Greeley Gas”) and the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed a Joint Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to Comply with Recommended Decision and for Waiver of Response Time (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.
  By this Motion, Staff and Greeley Gas seek a one-week extension of time to comply with Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of Interim Order No. R00-1317-I.
  Because all the parties to this proceeding have either joined in or do not object to the Motion, Staff also seeks a waiver of the response time thereto.

B. As grounds for the Motion, Staff and Greeley Gas indicate that the recent illness of Staff’s counsel has prevented them from fully discussing the provisions of Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of Interim Order No. R00-1317-I and deciding upon a proper course of action.

C. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to Comply with Recommended Decision and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Greeley Gas Company and the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission is granted.

2. On or before December 19, 2000, the parties to this proceeding shall either:  (a) file an amended Stipulation and Agreement consistent with the provisions of Section II, Paragraph F of Decision No. R00-1317-I; (b) advise the undersigned of their desire to withdraw from the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement filed in this proceeding on October 6, 2000 (in which case this matter will be re-scheduled for hearing and a new procedural schedule will be adopted); or (c) advise the undersigned of their desire for the issuance of a recommended decision rejecting the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement for the reasons set forth in Decision No. R00-1317-I.  

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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� The Motion was not executed by counsel for Staff.  However, it contains a representation that Staff has authorized Greeley Gas’ counsel to sign the Motion on Staff’s behalf.  It also contains a representation that the Office of Consumer Counsel does not object to the relief requested in the Motion.
