I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 9, 2000, San Isabel Telecom, Inc. (“San Isabel”), filed an Application to Exercise Operating Authority in certain portions of the territory where CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., is currently certified to provide local exchange telecommunications services.  San Isabel plans to provide facilities-based service to customers in this operating area.

2. On November 14, 2000, San Isabel filed a revised verification and affidavit for the application.

3. On November 17, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing, giving notice to all interested persons.  Interventions were due on or before December 18, 2000.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

4. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing. § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

5. Granting the application of San Isabel is consistent with the legislative policy statements contained in §§ 40-15-101, 40-15-501, and 40-15-502, C.R.S.

6. San Isabel was previously granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide local exchange telecommunications services in Lake County, and a calling area that included Buena Vista and Salida.  Decision No. R97-1017.  San Isabel’s operating authority was expanded to include exchanges in Bailey, Basalt, Breckenridge, Buena Vista, Crested Butte, Dillon, Fairplay, Gunnison, Salida, Telluride, and Vail.  Decision No. C99-1064.  In addition, San Isabel holds a CPCN to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services throughout the State of Colorado.

7. Before providing local exchange telecommunications services to customers in the expanded operating area, San Isabel must:  1) file an advice letter to amend its existing local exchange tariff to include exchange maps for the new service territories; and 2) comply with all statutory and regulatory requirements applicable to telecommunications providers subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. The February 16, 2001 hearing is vacated.

9. Applicant San Isabel Telecom, Inc.’s application is deemed complete.

10. San Isabel Telecom, Inc.’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services is expanded to include certain portions of the State of Colorado where CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc., is currently certified to provide local exchange telecommunications service, including the exchange areas of Eagle, Edwards, Gypsum, and McCoy.  A detailed description of this geographic area has been delineated in the local exchange maps that were submitted as part of this application.

11. San Isabel Telecom, Inc., shall serve all customers in its service territory on a non-discriminatory basis.  The Applicant shall not refuse service to a qualified customer, that is, a customer that has the ability to pay for service.  “Service territory” shall be defined as that portion of Colorado included in the exchange maps provided as part of the application.  Further, San Isabel Telecom, Inc., shall provide local exchange telecommunications services to residential customers in compliance with § 40-15-502(3)(b)(I), C.R.S.  However, the Applicant shall not be required to extend service to customers where the underlying facilities-based provider has no facilities.

12. Unless the Commission orders otherwise, San Isabel Telecom, Inc., shall begin providing local exchange telecommunications services to customers in its expanded operating area within the following times after the grant of operating authority:  not more than three years if the entity is a reseller, and not more than five years if the entity is a facilities-based carrier.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-9.

13. Consistent with terms and conditions established in previous Commission decisions, San Isabel Telecom, Inc., will be required to participate in the Colorado High Cost Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program, and other financial support mechanisms that may be created in the future by the Commission to implement §§ 40-15-502(4) and (5), C.R.S.

14. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
