I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. On December 26, 2000, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel ("OCC") filed a motion requesting an extension of time within which to file its response to exceptions of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., Qwest Corporation, WorldCom, Inc., and One Call Communications, Inc. (collectively Joint Commentors), and the Colorado Payphone Association.  The OCC also requested a waiver of response time and for an expedited ruling.
