I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. In a letter dated December 11, 2000, counsel and disbursing agent for NTI Telecom, Inc. (“NTI”), confirmed:  1) that NTI has ceased doing business; 2) that NTI Telecom, Inc. has no customers in Colorado; and 3) that NTI pursuant to a Plan of Liquidation presented to the United States Bankruptcy Court in the District of Nevada, shall be dissolved.  Counsel for NTI concluded that the Commission may wish to use December 28, 1999, as the date NTI abandoned its authority and as an effective date for cancellation of the tariff.

2. NTI applied for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide operator services in the State of Colorado and was granted a Letter of Registration (“LOR”) to provide intrastate, non-optional operator services throughout the State of Colorado by the Commission in Decision No. C97-1081, Docket No. 97N-411T.  Decision No. C97-1081 was dated October 21, 1997.  NTI’s initial tariff, as approved, became effective on December 8, 1997.

3. On December 13, 2000, the Commission construed the information provided by NTI’s counsel in correspondence dated July 24, 2000 and December 11, 2000 as an application to abandon its LOR to provide non-optional operator services.

4. Notice of the application was given by the Commission on December 15, 2000, to all interested persons, firms, and corporations. Interventions were due before December 26, 2000.  None were filed.  Accordingly, the application will be determined without a formal hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-24.

5. The application does not contain all information required to abandon, discontinue, or curtail jurisdictional telecommunications services as detailed in 4 CCR 723-1-57; however, sufficient information has been provided for the Commission to rule on NTI’s request. 

ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. For good cause, the Commission grants NTI Telecom, Inc., a waiver from the requirement to file additional information as may be required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-57, and deems the application complete. 

2. NTI Telecom, Inc.’s request to abandon its Letter of Registration to provide jurisdictional operator services in the State of Colorado is granted. 

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
