I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On December 28, 2000, AT&T Corportaion, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T), and IDT Corporation (collectively “Applicants”) filed a joint application requesting that the Commission waive any obligation to comply with the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55, or in the alternative grant the Applicants’ request for an abbreviated application and procedure. 

2. AT&T is a jurisdictional public utility providing interLATA, intraLATA, and local exchange telecommunications services in the State of Colorado.

3. IDT Corporation is the parent corporation of IDT America. IDT America is a registered intraLATA toll reseller in the State of Colorado.

4. AT&T proposed to purchase approximately 5 percent of the outstanding IDT common stock.

B. Discussion

5. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-55, requires a fixed utility to file an application seeking Commission approval should it propose to obtain, extend, or transfer a certificate of public convenience and necessity, including authority to exercise franchise rights, or to obtain controlling interest in any utility, or an asset transfer, stock transfer, or merger.

6. Pursuant to § 40-115-302.5(2) and § 40-15-112, C.R.S., regulation of a reseller of toll services is generally limited to registration, and requiring proper authorization prior to the  transfer of a customer’s long distance telecommunications account. 

7. The proposed investment does not constitute a change in controlling interest in IDT America or IDT Corporation, nor does it fall within the provision of § 40-115-302.5(2) or § 40-15-112, C.R.S. 

ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

8. The proposed transaction, as described, does not require the approval of the Commission.
