I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On January 27, 2000, Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time (“Taxi Time”), filed an application for authority to conduct operations as a common carrier of passengers by motor vehicle for hire.

2. On August 2, 2000, the Administrative Law Judge issued a recommended decision granting Taxi Time’s application.  Decision No. R00-834.  The recommended decision became a decision of the Commission on August 22, 2000.

3. The grant of Taxi Time’s application was conditioned on several compliance requirements, including Taxi Time’s filing of an approved permanent tariff.  The compliance requirements were to be completed within 60 days of the date the recommended decision became a decision of the Commission.  Because Taxi Time failed to timely file an approved permanent tariff, the grant of authority to Taxi Time became void by the decision’s own terms.

4. On December 19, 2000, Taxi Time filed a letter requesting that the Commission grant an extension of time to file the permanent tariff.  The Commission construes the letter as a request to reinstate the docket.  As justification for the request, the letter stated that Taxi Time mistakenly believed the temporary tariff already on file with the Commission would “spill over” into the permanent authority.  Taxi Time attached a draft permanent tariff to the letter.

5. Being duly advised, the Commission will grant Taxi Time’s request.  Taxi Time is reminded that future requests for extension of time may not be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. Docket No. 00K-098CP is reinstated.

7. Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time, is granted an extension of time to file an approved permanent tariff.  If Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time does not comply with this Order within 30 days of this Order’s effective date, the authority granted in Decision No. R00-834 shall be void.
