I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On January 10, 2001, Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi ("Applicant"), filed an application for temporary approval to allow Todd Gardner to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") PUC No. 14114 pending Commission consideration of the related application to permit David Hyman to transfer all of the issued and outstanding shares of capital stock in Applicant.  CPCN PUC No. 14114 authorizes taxi service in the Aspen area.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on January 16, 2001.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a certificate transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or carrier properties sought to be acquired, or to interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."

B. Findings of Fact

5. In support of the application, David Hyman states he “has personal family reasons that would be significantly benefited by the earliest transfer possible.”  David Hyman also states that the need for taxi service in the Aspen is very seasonal and therefore the buyer, Todd Garner, will benefit by being able to operate during the remainder of the current ski season.

C. Conclusions

6. A failure to grant temporary approval of an assumption of operational control could result in injury to CPCN PUC No. 14114 and ultimately affect service to the public.

7. Todd Gardner, as a controlling shareholder, is ready, willing, and able properly to perform the duties to ensure continued adequate operations under CPCN PUC No. 14114.

8. This application for temporary approval is in the public interest.

9. Applicant, David Hyman and Todd Gardner are advised that the grant of temporary approval of an assumption of operational control creates no presumption that permanent approval of the stock transfer will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

10. The application for temporary approval of an assumption of operational control filed by Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, is granted.

11. Todd Gardner is granted temporary approval to assume operational control of the operations by Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14114 for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order.
12. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

13. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
