I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 8, 2000, Reflex Communications, Inc. ("Reflex"), was granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services and a Letter of Registration to provide non-optional operator services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days.  Decision No. C00-1270.

2. On January 18, 2001, Reflex filed its motion for extension of time to file its tariff. An amended motion was received on January 29, 2001.  As grounds for the motion, Reflex stated that at this time it does not intend to provide any regulated emerging competitive or non-operator services until the company initiates local exchange service. This is not planned in the immediate future.  Reflex’s initial service will be high-speed digital private line access service.  The motion, as amended, requests an extension of time until November 1, 2003.

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

3. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

4. Reflex Communications, Inc.’s motion for extension of time to file its tariff is granted.  Reflex Communications, Inc., is granted an extension of time to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services and non-optional operator services up to, and including, November 1, 2003.

5. However, in light of the prior extension of time, Reflex Communications, Inc., is advised that any future requests for extension of time may be denied.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
