I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On April 19, 2000, Mohammad Irshad Khan & Iftikhar Ahmed Khan, doing business as Broomfield Transportation, filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") PUC No. 12182&I to Earth Cab, LLC.

2. The application was granted by Decision No. R00-865 on August 9, 2000.  The taxi portion, Item (1) of Certificate 12182&I that was transferred by Decision No. R00-865, reads as follows:

Transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, and packages By taxicab,

From point-to point within a radius of six (6) miles of the intersection of Nickle and Midway Streets in the City of Broomfield, Colorado, and between points within such radius on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points within the State of Coloado.

3. To eliminate the deregulated portion of the taxi service and to remove confusing language in Item (1), the Commission on December 6, 2000, approved opening a docket and issusing a Notice of Alteration Or Amendment pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S.

4. A Notice Of Alteration Or Amendment was mailed to Earth Cab., LLC on December 7, 2000.  This notice named the following revised language for Item (1):

Transportation of

Passengers passengers and their baggage, and packages by taxicab, from point-to point between points within a radius of six (6) miles of the Intersection of Nickle Nickel and Midway Streets in the City of Broomfield, Colorado, and between points within such radius on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points within the State of Coloado.

5. Earth Cab, LLC did not file a response to the NOTICE OF ALTERATION OR AMENDMENT.  The Commission considers the matter to be uncontested, and will therefore order the revision.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The taxi portion of Certificate 12182&I as named in Item (1) is revised to read as follows:

Transportation of

 passengers and their baggage, by taxicab, between points within a radius of six (6) miles of the Intersection of Nickel and Midway Streets in the City of Broomfield, Colorado, and between points within such radius on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points within the State of Coloado.

7. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.
8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
