Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On April 19, 2000, A Admired Limousine, Inc., filed an application for approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9814 to Admired Transportation, Inc.

2. The Commission noticed the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 24, 2000.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed.  Being noncontested, the application was granted without a hearing by Decision No. C00-625.  The grant of the application was conditioned on several compliance requirements, including A Admired Limousine, Inc.’s and Admired Transportation, Inc.’s filing of the proper insurance, an original acceptance of transfer, a terminating annual report, and a tariff adoption notice.

4. The decision granting the transfer became effective on June 8, 2000.  However, the decision was void by its own terms because A Admired Limousine, Inc. and Admired Transportation, Inc. failed to complete the decision’s compliance requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the order.

5. On February 21, 2001, A Admired Limousine, Inc. filed its request asking the Commission to reinstate the docket and grant an extension of time to complete the decision’s compliance requirements.  As justification for the request, A Admired Limousine, Inc. and Admired Transportation, Inc. claim that the insurance form was filed by facsimile.  A Admired Limousine, Inc. and Admired Transportation, Inc. did not realize that the original acceptance of transfer, the terminating annual report, and the tariff adoption notice had not been received by the Commission until informed by Commission staff on February 21, 2001.

6. A Admired Limousine, Inc. and Admired Transportation, Inc. completed all the compliance requirements named in Decision No. C00-705, except for filing the proper insurance, by March 2, 2001.

7. Being duly advised, the Commission will grant A Admired Limousine, Inc.’s request.

ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

8. Docket No. 00A-212BP-Transfer is reinstated.

9. A Admired Limousine, Inc., and Admired Transportation, Inc., are granted an extension of time to include thirty days from the effective date of this order, to complete the remaining compliance requirements of Decision No. C00-625.
