I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On January 8, 2001, LDM Systems, Inc. (“LDM”), filed an Application to cancel its Toll Reseller Registration and transfer its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to offer local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The CPCN authority was granted in Decision No. C98-4. 

2. On January 29, 2001, LDM ammended its application to withdraw its CPCN to offer local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services.  

3. LDM represents in its filing that it does not currrently provide local exchange or emerging competitive telecommunications services to any Colorado customers.

4. Withdrawal of registration to offer resold toll services does not require Commission authority. 

5. At the Weekly Meeting of February 14, 2001, the Commission allowed a renotice of the application in response to LDM’s application amendment.  A renotice of the application was issued on February 16, 2001.  Interventions were due on February 26, 2001.  None were filed.

6. As no interventions were filed in this matter, the application is unopposed and eligible for treatment under modified procedure.  LDM has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

II. ORDER 

B. The Commission orders that:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. LDM Systems, Inc.’s application to relinquish its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide competitive local exchange and emerging competitive service in the State of Colorado is approved. 

3. LDM Systems, Inc., is no longer authorized to offer competitive local exchange telecommunications service in Colorado.  Accordingly, no local exchange company or carrier in the State of Colorado is authorized to allow LDM Systems, Inc., to use the basic exchange network for origination or termination of competitive local exchange or emerging competitive telecommunications services for sale to others.

4. Staff of the Commission is directed to delete LDM Systems, Inc., as a registered toll reseller from the Commission’s records.

5. LDM Systems, Inc., shall file an advice letter on less than one day notice to withdraw its tariff on file with the Commission.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
