Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 18, 2000, ServiSense.com, Inc. (“ServiSense”), was granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission Order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days, which was November 18, 2000.  Decision No. C00-895.

2. On February 12, 2001, ServiSense filed its tariff for both local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services.

3. On February 14, 2001, Staff of the Commission advised ServiSense that its 90 days had elapsed in which it was required to file a tariff for emerging competitive services in Colorado.

4. On March 5, 2001, ServiSense filed an untimely Motion for Request for an Extension of Time, in which it requests through February 12, 2001, to file the required tariff for emerging competitive services.  The Commission construes this motion by ServiSense as a request for modification of our original order, Decision No. C00-895.  § 40-6-112, C.R.S.

5. As grounds for the motion, ServiSense states that it spent a great deal of time and resources negotiating and finalizing deposit requirements under its underlying carrier’s resale tariff.  The negotiating process proved to be more difficult and time consuming than originally thought, and was not finalized until February 2001.

Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.

ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

6. The Commission waives response time to the petition.

7. ServiSense.com, Inc.’s motion to amend the original order is granted.  ServiSense.com, Inc., is granted an extension of time to file its tariff for emerging competitive telecommunications services through February 12, 2001.
