IN THE MATTER OF THE colorado department of transportation, regarding a project to widen state highway 36 and replace a structure, therefore requesting authority to add a turn lane where the highway crosses the track and widen the shoulders for a bicycle trail, build a detour across the spur track during the structure replacement work, and extend the railroad’s crossing material. the spur track is at railroad reference point 46.85, more or less, belonging to the burlington northern and santa fe railway company, located in lyons, boulder county, COLORADO.

I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On March 3, 1998, the Colorado Department of Transportation (“CDOT”), filed this application requesting authority to widen State Highway 36 (“SH 36”), to accomodate a turn lane, to widen the shoulders for a bicycle trail and to build a roadway detour during replacement work at the crossing of SH 36 across the industrial spur track of The Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway Company (“BNSF”) at railroad milepost 46.85, National Inventory I.D. 057-170E, located in Lyons, Boulder County, Colorado. 

2. On March 12, 1998, the Staff of the Commission filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

3. The Commission gave notice of this application together with a copy of the application to all interested parties, including the adjacent property owners, in accordance with § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  This Notice was mailed March 12,, 1998.

4. On March 16, 1998, CDOT filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

5. On March 23, 1998, BNSF filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

6. On April 6, 1998 the Town of Lyons (“Lyons”) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

7. On June 30, 1999, the Commission received a copy of the fully executed Agreement by and between CDOT, and BNSF, dated June 22, 1999, pertaining to the construction, maintenance, and funding for this project.

8. No intervention was received in opposition to this application.  The application is noncontested and unopposed.

9. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the application is now complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

10. The Commission will determine this matter upon the record, without a formal hearing under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24, of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Colorado Code of Regulations ("CCR") 723-1, because the application is noncontested and the Applicant did not request a public hearing.

B. Findings of Fact

11. The purpose of this application is to secure Commission approval to widen SH 36 to accomodate a turn lane, to widen the shoulders for a bicycle trail and to build a roadway detour during replacement work at the crossing of SH 36 across the industrial spur track of the BNSF at railroad milepost 46.85, National Inventory I.D. 057-170E, located in Lyons, Boulder County, Colorado.

12. SH 36 is a north/south asphalt-paved major collector roadway that crosses BNSF industrial spur track at an angle of approximately 90 degrees.  Immediately north of the crossing, SH 36 intersects with State Highway 66 (“SH 66”) in a ‘T’ intersection.  The average daily vehicular traffic count on SH 36 at the existing crossing was approximately 7100 vehicles per day in 1992, with 11,200 vehicles projected for 2015.

13. BNSF trackage serves one shipper west of the crossing.  Service is provided on an as needed basis with approximately 2 train movements per day, one day per week operating over the crossing at a speed of 5 mph.

14. The crossing is presently protected by passive warning devices consisting of crossbuck warning signs, advance warning sign and pavement markings.  Upon completion of the widening of the crossing the crossing will continue to be protected by passive warning devices.

15. The work to be done and the expenses therefor will be paid in accordance with the appropriate rules and regulations of the Federal Government and are covered by an Agreement by and between CDOT and BNSF dated June 22, 1999.  The total budgeted cost of the railroad portion of the work is $90,000.

16. Maintenance of the roadway approaches to the crossing, advance warning signs, and pavement markings will be the responsibility of CDOT.  Maintenance of the crossing surface, roadbed, tracks, crossbuck warning signs will continue to be the responsibility of BNSF.

17. All exhibits, specifications, and plans are complete, accurate, and meet Commission requirements.

18. The public safety, convenience, and necessity require, and will be served by, the granting of this application.

C. Conclusions on Findings of Fact

19. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under § 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

20. No intervention was received in opposition to this application.  The application is noncontested and unopposed.

21. The Commission will determine this matter on the record, without a formal hearing, under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S. (7093), and Rule 24, of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

22. The public safety, convenience, and necessity require, and will be served by, the granting of this application.

II. ORDER:

A. The Commission Orders That:

23. The Colorado Department of Transportation is  authorized to widen State Highway 36, to accomodate a turn lane, to widen the shoulders for a bicycle trail and to build a roadway detour during replacement work at the crossing of SH 36 across the industrial spur track of The Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway Company at railroad milepost 46.85, National Inventory I.D. 057-170E, located in Lyons, Boulder County, Colorado.

24. The total actual cost of labor and material required for the project shall be paid in accordance with the Agreement by and between Colorado Department of Transportation and The Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway Company dated June 22, 1999.

25. The Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway Company shall continue to maintain the crossing surface, roadbed, tracks, and crossbuck warning signs.

26. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

27. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
