I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission on the joint motion of Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc. ("Qwest"), and Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (“Sprint”) for approval of the joint motion for approval of the second amendment to the original interconnection agreement.  The interconnection agreement between Qwest and Sprint for the provision of Qwest’s local exchange services was arbitrated in Docket No. 00B-011T and approved in Docket No. 00T-438 by Decision No. C00-939 issued August 29, 2000, as amended by Decision No. C01-137 issued February 9, 2001.

2. The parties filed the joint motion for approval of the second Amendment on February 28, 2001 to further amend their interconnection agreement as set forth in the Amendment referred to as the 911/Waiver Amendment, to add provisions relating to Sprint’s offering of its new Dial IP Product.  Sprint indicates that its new Dial IP product will carry only one-way internet-bound data traffic of Qwest originated calls delivered to Sprint Dial IP customers.  Sprint further indicated that its Dial IP service will not be capable of allowing Sprint Dial IP customers to originate any Sprint voice calls, including calls that may terminate at a 911 or E911 PSAP or a mass calling choke point.  Therefore, no special 911 dial trunk is needed for its Dial IP service.  Sprint represents that it will not allow its Dial IP Customers to originate Sprint voice calls using the Dial IP trunks that terminate to Qwest.  Sprint further agrees that it is solely responsible for the provision of 911/E911 services to its customers, and agrees to abide by the terms of the interconnection agreement.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint motion of Qwest Corporation, formerly knonw as U S WEST Communications, Inc., and Sprint Communications Company, L.P. to amend their interconnection agreement is hereby granted.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
