I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On March 23, 2001, Tess Communications of Colorado, Inc. (“Tess”), filed an Application to Discontinue the offering of local exchange services in the State of Colorado.

2. On March 28, 2001, Tess filed a motion that requested a waiver of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21, requiring representation by an attorney at law, currently in good standing before the Supreme Court of the State of Colorado.  Tess represents that due to its financial condition, it is unable to afford to pay for an attorney. 

3. Tess has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

4. Finding that good cause exists, the Commission will grant the waiver.

1. Tess Communications of Colorado, Inc.’s requested waiver of representation by an attorney as required in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21 is granted
