BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On February 28, 2001, Applicants Comm South Companies, Inc. (“Comm South”), and ARBROS Communications, Inc. (“ARBROS”), filed an application seeking approval of a proposed transfer of ownership and control of Comm South to ARBROS.  The transfer would occur in a series of transactions, but ultimatly, Comm South would become a wholly owned subsidiary of ARBROS.

2. Comm South has received authority from this Commission to offer local exchange telecommunications and emerging competitive telecommunications services on a resold basis (Decision No. C00-463), and has effective tariffs on file with the Commission.

3. On March 6, 2001, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested persons.  Interventions were due on or before April 5, 2001.  None were filed.

4. On March 15, 2001, the Commission granted authority to ARBROS Communications Licensing Company West, L.L.C., a subsidiary of ARBROS, to offer local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services. (Decision No. C01-235)

B. Discussion

1. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

2. The Applicants represent that there will be no changes in the day-to-day operations.  The Commission and customer inquiries-contact for Comm South remains the same.

3. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of ownership is not contrary to the public interest.

ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application by Comm South Companies, Inc., and ARBROS Communications, Inc., is deemed complete.

2. The application to approve the proposed change of ownership and control is granted.
