I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On March 27, 2001, AT&T Corp. (“AT&T”) filed an application for authority to purchase certain telecommunications assets of NorthPoint Communications, Inc. (“NorthPoint”).

2. On March 28, 2001, the Commission approved AT&T’s request for a shortened ten-day notice period.  Decision No. C01-324.

3. On March 29, 2001, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested persons.  Interventions were due on or before April 9, 2001.  None were filed.

4. On April 12, 2001, AT&T filed an errata to its application to clarify that NorthPoint’s assets would be transferred to AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T Communications”).

B. Discussion

5. This application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

6. AT&T is a New York corporation that provides telecommunications services to customers in Colorado through its operating subsidiary, AT&T Communications.

7. AT&T Communications obtained its certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications service in Colorado on February 29, 1996.  Docket Nos. 96A-080T and 96A-081T.

8. NorthPoint filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy protection on January 16, 2001.

9. On March 22, 2001, the U.S. Bankruptcy Court, Northern District of California, approved the sale of certain NorthPoint assets to AT&T.  The sale is scheduled to close within 30 days of the March 22, 2001, ruling of the bankruptcy court.

10. We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval and is not contrary to the public interest.

II.
ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. AT&T Corp.’s application is deemed complete.

2. AT&T Corp.’s application for approval to acquire certain assets of NorthPoint Communications, Inc., is granted.  The assets will be transferred to AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
