I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:

1. On March 23, 2001, Colorado Tour Lines, LLC filed 2nd Revised Page No. C-1, 2nd Revised Page No. C-2, 2nd Revised Page No. C-3, and 2nd Revised Page No. C-4, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18, of the San Juan Series, to become effective April 24, 2001.  Colorado Tour Lines, LLC provides call-and-demand and charter tour service between all points in Colorado under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55&I.

2. 2nd Revised Page No. C-1, 2nd Revised Page No. C-2, 2nd Revised Page No. C-3, and 2nd Revised Page No. C-4, to  Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18, of the San Juan Series, propose to increase call-and-demand and charter rates for tours along the front range and to/from the mountains of Colorado.  The proposed rates increase tour rates up to 275 percent with an average rate increase of 122.6 percent.

3. Rule 31(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, requires a common carrier to provide justification in support of proposed changes to a tariff.  Rule 31(j), of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure,  4 CCR 723-1, requires a common carrier filing to increase rates publish notice of the increase in a local newspaper. 

4. Review of the tariff filing indicates that no justification in support of the increase in tour rates has been submitted by Colorado Tour Line, LLC.   The notice was not published as required by Rule 31(j).

5. The Commission finds that 2nd Revised Page No. C-1, 2nd Revised Page No. C-2, 2nd Revised Page No. C-3, and 2nd Revised Page No. C-4, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18, of the San Juan Series, should be rejected for violations of Rule 31(g) and Rule 31(j) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. 2nd Revised Page No. C-1, 2nd Revised Page No. C-2, 2nd Revised Page No. C-3, and 2nd Revised Page No. C-4, to  Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18, of the San Juan Series, as filed by Colorado Tour Line, LLC are rejected.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
