I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Denver Rail Heritage Society’s (“Denver Rail”) April 10, 2001 letter asking the Commission to alter or amend Decision No. R97-49, revoking Denver Rail’s authority to operate as a common carrier.  The Commission construes the letter as a request to alter or amend Decision No. R97-49 under the provisions of § 40-6-112, C.R.S.  The request seeks a reinstatement of Denver Rail’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”).

2. Now being duly advised in the premises, the Com-mission will grant the request and reinstate the CPCN.

B. Findings and Conclusions


3. Decision No. R97-49 in Case AR95-43 revoked Denver Rail’s CPCN for failure to file its 1995 annual report.  Decision No. R97-49 became a decision of the Commission on February 5, 1997.   

4. On April 10, 2001, Denver Rail filed its 1998, 1999 and 2000 annual reports and this request to alter Decision No. R97-49.  Denver Rail attributes the late filing to moving to another location and failing to file an address change with the Commission.  Denver Rail also had a change in management, who were not aware of the reporting requirements.

5. The Commission is reluctant to reinstate this authority, but will do so with the proviso to the carrier that any future failure to comply with Commission regulations will result in any and all appropriate sanctions including, but not limited to, revocation of its CPCN.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. Denver Rail Heritage Society’s request filed under § 40-6-112, C.R.S., to reinstate its CPCN is granted.

7. The Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity, owned and operated by Denver Rail Heritage Society, is reinstated.

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
