I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:

1. On April 23, 2001, Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle (“Boulder Express”) filed 1st Revised Page No. 5, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 5, and 2nd Revised Page No. 6, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 6, of the North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., Series , to become effective May 23, 2001.  Boulder Express provides call-and-demand and scheduled service between points in Boulder County and north metro Denver and between said points and Denver International Airport.

2. 1st Revised Page No. 5, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 5, and 2nd Revised Page No. 6, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 6, of the North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., Series propose to increase rates up to sixty percent with an average rate increase of twenty percent.

3. Rule 31(j), of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure,  4 CCR 723-1, requires a common carrier filing to increase rates to publish notice of the increase in a local newspaper. 

4. Review of the notice filing indicates that the notice was not published in accordance with Rule 31(j).  Analysis of the notice concludes that the published percentage increase states that in Boulder County the increases range from ten up to forty percent.  Staff analysis indicates that the actual increases range from 25 to 60 percent. 

5. The Commission finds that 1st Revised Page No. 5, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 5, and 2nd Revised Page No. 6, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 6, of the North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., Series  should be rejected for violating Rule 31(j) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. 1st Revised Page No. 5, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 5, and 2nd Revised Page No. 6, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 6, of the North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., Series as filed by Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle are hereby rejected.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
