Statement:



1.
On March 30, 2001, Equilon Pipeline Company LLC, (“Equilon”) filed an application for the discontinuance of crude petroleum gathering service conducted under a certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”).  Equilon also requested a continuance of the CPCN without the gathering responsibility.



2.
The Commission issued the notice of the filed application on April 6, 2001.  All crude petroleum pipeline companies within the state were given notice.  The shipper, or in this case the agent purchasing the crude oil, Equiva Trading Company, was also noticed.  No request for intervention or opposition to this application had been filed by the May 7, 2001 end of notice period.



3.
On May 10, 2001 Merit Energy Company (“Merit”) untimely filed a petition to intervene in this matter. In support of the petition Merit stated that (1) leasehold interests which it has purchased from the federal government would be placed in jeopardy if the discontinuance is granted, and (2) failure by Equilon to give notice prevented Merit from timely filing a petition for intervention.



4.
On May 23, 2001 Equilon filed a notice of voluntary withdrawal of application.  The notice states that upon further consideration it would be appropriate to withdraw the subject application, without prejudice.

Upon review of the Equilon notice of voluntary withdrawal of the application for discontinuance of service the Commission finds that the Merit petition for intervention is moot and that the docket should be closed.

Equilon Pipeline Company LLC, shall continue service unless otherwise authorized by the Commission.
