COMMISSION ORDER GRANTING TIME SCHEDULE CHANGES ON LESS-THAN-STATUTORY NOTICE

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 21, 2001, Schafer-schonewill & Associates, Inc., dba Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle ("Wolf Express"), filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 4, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice. Wolf Express provides scheduled service between points in the southwestern portion of the Denver metro area and Denver International Airport (“DIA”).

2. Passenger Time Schedule No. 4 proposes to reduce service by cancelling six of twelve runs to DIA and seven of twelve runs from the DIA.  Wolf Express claims it would suffer significant financial losses if it operated the present scheduled runs.  

3. Wolf Express states that granting its request to have Time Schedule No. 4 become effective on less than the required 30 days’ notice will still allow it to continue to provide service without any interruption albiet at reduced levels.  Wolf Express posted the schedule changes on May 23 & 24, 2001, in each vehicle. 

4. The revision of the time schedule is acceptable under the authority granted to Wolf Express.  Granting the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will still allow Wolf Express to continue to provide transportation for the passengers that desire to use its scheduled service between southwestern Denver metro area and DIA.

5. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 4 and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application by Schafer-schonewill & Associates, Inc., dba Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle to publish Time Schedule No. 4, on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

8. Passenger Time Schedule No. 4, filed on less-than- statutory notice, shall be published on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public to be effective on June 2, 2001.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
