Statement

1. This matter is before the Commission for consideration of a request by Cheyenne Mountain Operator, Inc. (“Cheyenne”), for an extension of time to complete the requirements set forth by the Commission in approving the transfer of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC No. 27705.  Decision No. C00-571.

2. The decision granting Cheyenne’s CPCN became effective on May 26, 2000, but was conditioned on numerous compliance actions by Cheyenne.  The decision became void by its own terms because Cheyenne failed to complete the decision’s requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the order.

3. On May 18, 2001, Cheyenne filed a letter with the Commission asking for additional time to complete the decision’s compliance requirements.  The Commission construes the letter as a request to reopen the docket and modify the decision by extending the time to complete the compliance requirements.  Section 40-6-112, C.R.S.  Because there are no other parties to the docket, no further notice is required.  

4. As justification for the request, Cheyenne states that at the time of the original order it was undergoing management changes.  The order and included compliance requirements were lost during the personnel changeover.

5. Good cause having been stated, the Commission will grant the request.  

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1.
Docket No. 00A-194CP-Transfer is reopened.

2.
Cheyenne Mountain Operator, Inc., is granted 30 days from the effective date of this Order:  (a) to cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules; (b) to adopt the tariff of Conference Resource Specialists of Colorado, Inc., which shall become that of Cheyenne Mountain Operator, Inc., until changed in accordance with the public utilities law; (c) to pay the vehicle identification fees; and (d) to file with the Commission an acceptance of transfer signed by both Conference Resource Specialists of Colorado, Inc., and Cheyenne Mountain Operator, Inc.
