I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On April 18, 2001, the Commission granted the application of AT&T Corp. (“AT&T”) to acquire certain telecommunications assets of NorthPoint Communications, Inc. (“NorthPoint”).  Decision No. C01-387.

2. Prior to the Commission’s approval of AT&T’s application, AT&T filed an errata to the original application in which it designated AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., as the certified Competitive Local Exchange Carrier (“CLEC”) that would acquire the Colorado assets.

3. On May 24, 2001, one day prior to the close of the asset purchase, AT&T designated TCG Colorado, rather than AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., to receive the NorthPoint assets.  TCG Colorado is an operating subsidiary of AT&T and a certified CLEC in Colorado.  According to AT&T, the decision to transfer the assets to TCG Colorado was based on financial and tax considerations.

4. As a result, on June 12, 2001, AT&T filed a second errata to the application to acquire assets and a motion for modification of Commission Decision No. C01-387 and waiver of notice.

B. Discussion

5. Pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S., the Commmission may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it, upon notice to the public utility affected, and after opportunity to be heard as in the case of complaints.  No interventions were filed in the original application docket, so there are no additional interested parties that must be noticed.  AT&T’s request for waiver of the notice requirement is granted.

6. Good cause having been stated, the Commission will grant the errata to AT&T’s application for approval to acquire certain assets of NorthPoint and amend the order accordingly.

ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. AT&T Corp.’s motion for modification of Commission Decision No. C01-387 is granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. AT&T Corp.’s request for waiver of notice is denied as moot.
