Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On May 9, 2001, Applicant @Link Networks, Inc. (“@Link”) F/K/A Dakota Services Ltd. (“Dakota”), filed a notification with the Commission to discontinue service.  The notification included a request to make @Link’s operating authority inactive while it attempted to investigate alternatives for its future operations.  

2. On May 11, 2001, @Link informed the Commission that it had been unable to develop a plan to survive and requested that the Commission terminate operating authorities granted to it.

3. Applicant represents in its filing that it does not have any customers in Colorado. 

4. On May 15, 2001, notice of the application to relinquish the authority was issued.  Interventions were due by June 14, 2001.  None were filed.

5. On June 6, 2001, the Commission received written responses by fax to requests made by its Staff in written correspondence sent to @Link’s designated representative on June 6, 2001.  These responses made the application complete.  

6. The authority to offer local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services was granted to Dakota in Decision No. C98-894.  Tranfer of control and name change was granted to @Link in Decision No. C00-17.

7. As no interventions were filed in this matter, the application is unopposed and eligible for treatment under modified procedures.  Applicant has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

II.
ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. Applicant @Link Network Inc.’s application to relinquish its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide competitive local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services in the State of Colorado is approved.

3. No local exchange company or carrier in the State of Colorado is authorized to allow @Link Networks, Inc., to use the basic exchange network for origination or termination of competitive local exchange telecommunications services for sale to others.
