Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On May 29, 2001, Prism Colorado Operations, LLC (“Prism” or “Company”), filed a request to cancel its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to offer local exchange and emerging competitive (Part 3) telecommunications services.  This authority was granted in Decision No. C99-992.  

2. Prism represents in its filing that it does not have any customers in Colorado. 

3. On June 1, 2001, notice of the application to relinquish the authority was issued.  Interventions were due by July 2, 2001.  None were filed.

4. The Commission received written responses to requests made by its Staff in written correspondence sent to Prism’s designated respresentative on June 4, 2001. The Company represents in its response that it had not filed a tariff or price list for its emerging competitive services.  Prism also states that it did file a tariff for local exchange services in May 2000.   

5. There is no record of Prism filing any tariffs for any of the services it was authorized to provide in Decision No. C99-992.  In accordance with Decision No. C99-992, the authority to offer emerging competitive (Part 3) services was rendered null and void by the failure to timely file a tariff.  The tariff filed on May 1, 2000 for competitive local exchange (Part 2) services contained several administrative errors and was not accepted for processing by the Commission.

6. As no interventions were filed in this matter, the application is unopposed and eligible for treatment under modified procedures.  Prism has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

II.
ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. Prism Colorado Operations, LLC’s application to relinquish its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide competitive local exchange service in the State of Colorado is approved.

3. No local exchange company or carrier in the State of Colorado is authorized to allow Prism Colorado Operations, LLC to use the basic exchange network for origination or termination of competitive local exchange telecommunications services for sale to others. 

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
