BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 24, 1999, QuantumShift Communications, Inc., formerly known as MVX.COM Communications, Inc. (“QuantumShift”), was granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission Order set the deadline for filing tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services at 90 days.  Decision No. C99-1278. QuantumShift was granted an extension of time to file tariffs for its emerging competitive services in Decision No. C00-896.

2. QuantumShift is requesting an untimely extension of time through October 31, 2001.

3. As grounds for the motion, QuantumShift stated that a corporate name change and reorganization of regulatory management caused the tariff filing deadline to be inadvertently missed.  

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and grants the motion.
