Statement

1. This matter is before the Commission to consider Public Service Company of Colorado’s (“Public Service”) renewed request for extraordinary protections regarding information filed with the submittal of its gas purchase plan (“GPP”).  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-8-7.  

2. When Public Service first submitted its GPP, it requested extraordinary protections regarding the information submitted.  The Commission granted the request for a protective order in accordance with the provisions of 4 CCR 723-8-7, but the Commission denied the request for extraordinary protections that would have restricted the materials to only Commission Staff and the Office of Consumer Counsel.   

3. Public Service now renews the request for extraordinary protections.  Public Service provides no new arguments or support.  The request will be denied without prejudice for the reasons set forth in Decision No. C01-700.

4. Public Service Company of Colorado’s motion for extraordinary protections is denied without prejudice in accordance with the above discussion.
