Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On July 6, 2001, Equilon Pipeline Company, LLC (“Equilon”) filed an application seeking approval to discontinue crude petroleum pipeline service in Moffat County as of August 6, 2001.  Also filed with the application was a request to shorten the 30-day notice period to 10 day’s notice.  The Commission granted the shortened notice period during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting on July 11, 2001.  On July 11, 2001, Merit Energy Company (“Merit”) filed a motion to intervene in Docket No. 01A-228P.  In support of the entry, Merit stated that they are the producer who is affected by this discontinuance.  

2. On July 12, 2001, the Commission gave notice to all interested persons of the proposed discontinuance, suspension, or abandonment.  The shortened notice period gave intervenors to July 23, 2001 to intervene.

3. The Commission finds that a hearing into this matter is necessary.  Equilon is required to continue services until such time as the Commission approves its application.
