Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On June 25, 2001, BroadBand Office Communications, Inc. (“BroadBand” or “Company”), filed an Application to Cancel its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to offer local exchange and emerging competitive (Part 3) telecommunications services.  This authority was granted in Decision No. C00-47.  

2. BroadBand represents in its filing that it currently has no customers in Colorado.  

3. On June 27, 2001, notice of the application to relinquish the authority was issued.  Interventions were due on July 27, 2001.  None were filed.

4. On July 6, 2001, in response to a request for clarification from Staff, BroadBand confirmed that it does not currently have any Colorado customers and the Company wished that the Commission cancel its PUC Tariff No. 1 and PUC Tariff No. 2.

5. As no interventions were filed in this matter, the application is unopposed and eligible for treatment under modified procedures.  BroadBand has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

II.
ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. BroadBand Office Communications, Inc.’s application to relinquish its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide competitive local exchange service and emerging competitive telecommunications service in the State of Colorado is approved. 

3. The obligation of BroadBand Office Communications, Inc., to file an annual report with the Commission and contribute to all applicable Colorado funds for the period up until the effective date of this Order remains.  These funds include the Colorado High Cost Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, the Emergency Telephone Access Act program, and the assessment for funding the Commission’s operations.

4. BroadBand Office Communications, Inc., is no longer authorized to offer competitive local exchange telecommunications service and emerging competitive telecommunications service in Colorado.  Accordingly, no local exchange company or carrier in the State of Colorado is authorized to allow BroadBand Office Communications, Inc., to use the basic exchange network for origination or termination of competitive local exchange telecommunications services for sale to others. 

5. Following the effective date of this Decision, Commission Staff is directed to withdraw BroadBand Office Communications, Inc.’s tariffs on file with the Commission.  

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
