I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter is before the Commission for consideration of the motion of Valera Lea Holtorf doing business as Dashabout Town Taxi (“Dashabout”) to reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC No. 55683.  No other party is involved in this matter.

2. By Decision No. R01-619 in Case AR2000-13, dated June 13, 2001, an administrative law judge determined that Dashabout’s CPCN No. 55683 should be revoked for failure to file its 2000 annual report before the hearing date of June 11, 2001.

B.
Findings and Conclusions
3. On July 3, 2001, Decision No. R01-619 became the decision of the Commission.  On July 20, 2001, Dashabout filed its 2000 annual report.  On July 25, 2001, the Commission received a request from Dashabout to reinstate CPCN 55683.  The Commission will construe the request as a motion to reinstate CPCN 55683.  In its motion, Dashabout states the taxi authority now named in CPCN 55683 was previously included in CPCN 14167 also held by Dashabout.  The taxi portion of CPCN 14167 was transfered to CPCN 55683 in July of 2000.  Dashabout states it did timely file the annual report for CPCN 14167 but forgot to file an annual report for  CPCN 55683.

4. The Commission may, pursuant to §40-6-112 C.R.S., rescind, alter or amend any of its decisions.  The Commission finds that good cause exists to amend that portion of the Order specifically revoking Dashabout’s CPCN 55683, by reinstating the CPCN.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion of Valera Lea Holtorf doing business as Dashabout Town Taxi to amend that portion of Decision No. RO1-619 relating specifically to Dashabout, in order to reinstate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55683 is granted.
2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.
3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
