I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On September 1, 1995, The Regional Transportation District (“RTD”) filed a petition to reopen Docket No. 93A-692R, augment the record and modify Decision No. C94-1256, dated September 23, 1994.

2. On September 13, 1995, the Commission received, as a late filed exhibit, a copy of the plans for additional warning devices (Exhibit B). 

3. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter § 40‑4‑106, C.R.S. and under § 40-6-112, C.R.S.

B. Findings of Fact

4. RTD filed its motion herein requesting that the Commission modify Decision No. C94-1256, dated September 23, 1994, and authorize RTD to install additional actuated warning signs to supplement the warning devices authorized by said decision.   

5. The proposed additional warning signs consist of train actuated, back lighted no right turn signs along Welton Street at 21st Street, 22nd Street, 23 rd Street, 24th Street, 25th Street, 26th Street, 28th Street, 29th Street, and 30th Street.

6. The RTD will pay the costs of the proposed modification and construction and will thereafter maintain the actuated warning signs.

7. The plans for the proposed additional actuated signage, contained in Exhibit B, are complete, accurate, and meet Commission requirements.

8. The public safety, convenience, and necessity require, and will be served by, the granting of the modifications herein requested.

C. Conclusions On Findings Of Fact

9. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under § 40‑4‑106, C.R.S.

10. The Commission will modify Decision No. C94-1256 under § 40‑6‑112, C.R.S. and will determine this matter on the record, without a formal hearing under § 40‑6‑109, C.R.S., and Rule 24, Commission Rule of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-l.

11. The public safety, convenience, and necessity require, and will be served by, the granting of the modification herein requested. 

II. ORDER:

A. The Commission Orders That:

12. Commission Decision No. C94-1256, dated September 23, 1994, in Docket No. 93A-692R, is hereby modified to the extent ordered below.

13. The Regional Transportation District is authorized to install additional actuated warning signs in accordance with Exhibit B submitted herein and hereby approved.

14. The Regional Transportation District shall pay all costs of the modification and construction approved in Ordering paragraph No. 2 above and shall hereafter maintain the actuated warning signs.

15.  The Commission retains jurisdiction to make further orders as required in this matter.

16. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
