I.
STATEMENT, findings, and conclusions
A.
By letter dated July 12, 2001, and received by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on July 13, 2001, the Applicant, Access Transportation Services, Inc. (“Access”), requests an extension of time of 30-days within which to comply with the insurance filing requirements set forth in Decision No. C01-0487.

B. Ordering paragraph No. 6 of Decision No. C01-0487 requires that Access (1) file the certificates of insurance, as required by Commission rules, (2) file a proper tariff, and (3) pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee, within 60 days of the effective date of the decision; in this case, on or before July 9, 2001.  That paragraph also provides, however, that additional time for compliance may be granted if good cause is shown.

C.
As grounds for its request, Access states: “Due to circumstances beyond our control the certificate of insurance for Decision number C01-0487 was not filed in a timely manner.”

D. A review of Commission files indicates that Access has failed to file a tariff or pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee as required in Decision No. C01-0487, nor has it paid a civil penalty issued in Docket No. 00G-651CP.

E. We find that by failing to file a tariff or pay the issuance fee and vehicle identification fee as required, Access has failed to prosecute its application in a timely manner and has failed to state good cause for a grant of additional time within which to comply with Decision No. C01-0487.

II.
ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Applicant, Access Transportation Services, Inc., for an extension of time to meet the filing requirements set forth in Decision No. C01-0487 is denied.

2. Any applicable response period to the request of Applicant, Access Transportation Services, Inc., for an extension of time to make the filing requirements set forth in Decision No. C01-0487 is waived.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
