BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) for consideration of an unopposed motion and second unopposed motion filed by Commission Staff (“Staff”), for an enlargement of time and second enlargement of time within which to file its response to the exceptions of Public Service Company of Colorado (“PSCo”), and to the motion to reopen the record.  

2. Staff’s original unopposed motion requested an extension through and including June 25, 2001 to respond to PSCo’s exceptions and motion to reopen the record.  Staff’s second unopposed motion requested an extension of time through and including June 28, 2001 within which to respond to PSCo’s pleadings.  

3. Having determined that good cause has been stated, the Commission will grant Staff’s unopposed motion and unopposed section motion for an extension of time within which to respond to PSCo’s pleadings through and including June 28, 2001.  

4. The Commission has further determined that the 120-day time period in which it must render a decision on PSCo’s application has expired.  The Commission, by separate order may extend the time for decision by an addition 90 days under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

The Colorado Public Utilities Commission waives response time to Commission Staff’s motions.
