Statement

1. 1.
This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) for consideration of a motion to stay Decision No. R01-659 (“Recommended Decision”) filed by the City of Central (“Central City”).  In the Recommended Decision, the Administrative Law Judge, after a hearing on the matter, ordered that Central City’s operating authority be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective certificate of insurance on file with the Commission.  The motion to stay the decision was filed specifically as to that portion of the Recommended Decision regarding Central City’s operating authority (Case No. 2362-INS).

2. 2.
In its motion to stay the decision, Central City states that it leased the shuttle service in question to Harvey’s Casino and has not operated the shuttle service in question since Harvey’s began operating it in the year 2000.  The motion further states that Harvey’s has always carried insurance for the shuttle service and is current with no lapses in coverage.  The lease for the shuttle service between Central City and Harvey’s Casino has been renewed for an additional term ending June 2002.

3. 3.
Now being duly advised in the premises, the Commission will construe the pleading as exceptions to the Recommended Decision and grant Central City’s exceptions.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
The pleading filed by the City of Central will be construed as exceptions to the Recommended Decision (Decision No. R01-659).

2.
The exceptions to the Recommended Decision filed by the City of Central as to that portion of the Recommended Decision regarding its operating authority (Case No. 2362-INS), are hereby granted consistent with the above discussion.
