Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on the Commission’s own initiative to extend the expiration date of the temporary authority granted to The Mountain Guides, Inc. (“Mountain Guides”), to operate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”), PUC No. 46968.  

2. On January 25, 2001, the Commission granted Mountain Guides temporary authority to operate CPCN PUC No. 46968 to Mountain Guides.  This authority was part of a transfer application filed by Mountain Guides and Phyllis J. Johnson, doing business as Lady Bug Tours (“Lady Bug”), to transfer Lady Bug’s CPCN to Mountain Guides.  

3. As required by § 40-6-120, C.R.S., the temporary authority was granted for a period of 180 days.  After a hearing on the permanent authority transfer, the Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) issued a Recommended Decision (Decision No. R01-283) on March 23, 2001 dismissing the application.  The parties subsequently filed exceptions and the Commission, in granting Mountain Guides’ exceptions in part, overturned the ALJ’s Recommended Decision.  By doing so, the Commission granted the application of Lady Bug and Mountain Guides to transfer Lady Bug’s CPCN to Mountain Guides.  

4. Due to administrative delays in preparing and mailing the Commission’s decision in this matter, the temporary authority granted to Mountain Guides expired on July 24, 2001.  The expiration of the temporary authority was the result of administrative delays by the Commission and was in no way an omission or oversight of Mountain Guides or Lady Bug Tours.  As such, the Commission, will on its own initiative extend the temporary authority granted on January 25, 2001 an additional 60 days.

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The temporary authority granted to The Mountain Guides, Inc., to operate Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity, PUC No. 46968 of Phyllis J. Johnson, doing business as Lady Bug Tours is extended an additional 60 days to September 23, 2001.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
