Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 15, 2001, PaeTec Communications, Inc. (“PaeTec”), filed an Application to curtail its resold local exchange and long distance service throughout the City of Lakewood, Colorado.

2. PaeTec provided PBX service to Colorado Christian University and long distance service to approximately 300 students in Lakewood, Colorado.  Subsequently, these customers have switched to an alternative telecommunications provider.  At the time the application was filed, PaeTec did not have an effective tariff on file with the Commission.  On August 15, 2001, PaeTec filed its initial tariff with Advice Letter No. 2 with a proposed effective date of September 20, 2001. 

3. On August 17, 2001, notice of the application to discontinue service was issued.  Interventions were due on September 6, 2001.  None were filed.

4. As no interventions were filed in this matter, the application is unopposed and eligible for treatment under modified procedures.  PaeTec has provided sufficient information for the Commission to take appropriate action relating to this matter.

ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. PaeTec Communications, Inc.’s application to discontinue its resold local exchange and long distance service throughout the City of Lakewood, Colorado is granted.

3. The obligation of PaeTec Communications, Inc., to file an annual report with the Commission and contribute to all applicable Colorado funds for the period up until the effective date of this Order remains.  These funds include the Colorado High Cost Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, the Emergency Telephone Access Act program, and the assessment for funding the Commission’s operations.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
