I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On July 27, 2001, Qwest Communications Corporation (“QCC”), LCI International Telecom Corp. (“LCIT”), and USLD Communications, Inc. (“USLD”) (collectively the “Applicants”), filed a joint application seeking approval of internal corporate restructuring pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55 and 4 CCR 723-37, since superceded by 4 CCR 723-25 on July 30, 2001.  The Applicants seek Commission authority for:  1) LCIT, currently a direct, wholly owned subsidiary of LCI International, Inc., to be merged into QCC with QCC as the surviving corportation.  The customers and certificates of authority of LCIT will be transferred to QCC.  2) USLD is currently a direct, wholly owned subsidiary of USLD Communications Corp.  Authority is sought for  USLD Communications Corp. to be merged downstream into USLD with USLD as the surviving corporation.  3) The transfer of stock and control of LCI International, Inc., nunc pro tunc from QCC to Qwest Services Corporation.

2. QCC possesses a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange telecommunications services, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide emerging telecommunications services, and a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide non-optional operator services in the State of Colorado.  LCIT possesses a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide emerging telecommunications services, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide non-optional operator services in the State of Colorado, and is a toll reseller.  USLD possesses a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide non-optional operator services in the State of Colorado and is a toll reseller.

3. There are no Colorado customers who will be affected by the proposed transactions.

4. On August 3, 2001, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before September 4, 2001.  None were filed.

Discussion

1. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.
