BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Exceptions and Supplemental Exceptions (jointly "Exceptions") to Decision No. R01-688 filed by Commission Staff.  In Decision No. R01-688 ("Recommended Decision"), the Administrative Law Judge ("ALJ") recommended that the registrations of the toll resellers listed on Appendix A to the decision be revoked, and that the interexchange carriers listed on Appendix B to the decision be directed to disconnect those toll resellers from the public switched telephone network.  Staff, in its Exceptions, now requests that this proceeding be dismissed as to certain toll resellers.  No response to the Exceptions were filed.  Now being duly advised in the premises, we grant the Exceptions.

2. The Commission initiated this proceeding by issuing a Notice of Hearing and Order to Show Cause to toll resellers who had failed to file the annual report required by Commission Rule 25(a)(1), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  The ALJ, in the Recommended Decision, found that the registrations of those toll resellers listed on Appendix A to the decision should be revoked for violation of Rule 25(a)(1).  In its Exceptions, Staff points out that TransNet Connect, Inc., filed its annual report prior to issuance of the Recommended Decision (but after the hearing in this matter).  Additionally, the Exceptions note that Connect America, Inc.; Maxxis Communications, Inc.; and Telemanagement System, Inc.; have now filed their annual reports, although those reports were submitted after entry of the Recommended Decision.  Since these four companies have now complied with Rule 25(a)(1), Staff requests that these companies be dismissed from this proceeding.

Good grounds having been stated, Staff's Exceptions are granted.  TransNet Connect, Inc., Connect America, Inc., Maxxis Communications, Inc., and Telemanagement 

System, Inc., are dismissed from this proceeding.
  The Recommended Decision is affirmed in all other respects.  Therefore, the interexchange carriers listed on Appendix B to the decision are directed to disconnect the toll resellers listed in Appendix A, except for the four companies discussed above, from the public switched telephone network within 15 business days of the effective date of this order.

A. The Commission Orders that:

3. The Exceptions and Supplemental Exceptions filed by Commission Staff to Decision No. R01-688 are granted consistent with the above discussion.  Decision No. R01-688 is affirmed in all other respects.

4. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
